Following on-going negotiations, the town decided to purchase this property per the 2/9 minutes
(relevant portions only):

Adams motioned as follows: I motion to direct the Town Manager to enter into an agreement to purchase the
26.38-acre tract owned by Ronald and Linda Vandergrift at a purchase price of $500,000 with $10,000 deposit as
earnest money, with the contingency that the town will be able to secure access to its satisfaction within the due
diligence period. The lot referenced is tax parcel #0146998 in Book 76 on Page 68 and adjoins Summerfield
Community Park to the north. The purchase is supported by the Summerfield Comprehensive Plan in the areas
of “Community Character Preservation,” “Parks and Recreation Improvements,” and “Sidewalk, Bikeway, and
Trail System.” ... The motion was seconded by O’Day and carried unanimously.

A written agreement related to deeding this access is pending and will be forwarded to Council for

meeting discussion. The anticipated property closing is May 11 or 12 following approval of the
agreement.
